(b) Given the processing time required by CSCSE, if the Report is not yet available by the document
submission deadline, an email or a text message sent by CSCSE after payment, confirming that the
application of the Report has been successfully initiated. Upon receipt of the Overseas Credentials
Evaluation Report, applicants should upload the document to the application system.

e For the acceptance range of performance for respective examinations and the validity period of the
results, please refer to the requirements of university/respective programmes.

(ii)  Applicants with qualifications from universities or comparable institutions where the medium of teaching
and examination is English should provide:

e An official letter or equivalent proof, such as transcript or degree certificate, confirming that the
applicants’ qualifications were obtained from a university or comparable institution where the medium
of instruction is English
